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Assessment and the Alt
A Purpose of Assessment
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1- The students will receive multiple attempts to practice and demonstrate understanding of content with timely feedback from the teacher.
2- The teacher will analyze student progress for the 

purpose of modifying the teaching/learning cycle. 
B Types of Assessment
1- Informal 
(Journals, conversation, review questions in class)
2- Formal
(Tests, quizzes, graded homework, portfolios, reports)

C Assessment in Japan (General)
1- Attendance in class (usually 60-70% of all classes, but depends on school)
2- School records (term tests are the largest factor in determining grade, but other factors such as homework or attitude in class can also affect the grade)
D Assessment in the Foreign Language Classroom
