The Name Card Reward System
This is a fantastic way to learn your students’ names. Well, at least, some of their names.

It keeps students interested in your Oral Communication classes.

It’s a lot cheaper (and better for their teeth) than candy (.

Materials:
A4 sized cardboard paper for each student (different colours if you can find it)

Markers (as many colours as possible)

Fun ink stamps

· The best way to introduce the name cards is during your self-introduction lesson. 

·  Hype it up a bit by making your own name card in front of them. Make it as cheerful-looking as possible.

· Make sure they understand that these name cards will be used in every class you teach. 

· Be generous with the points during your self-intro… it will get them involved in your class. Be sure to tell them that it will be more difficult to get points in other OC classes.

· Best used at your more regular schools – in classes that you’ll teach at least twice a month.

· Anytime a student answers a question, volunteers for anything or even just attempts a guess (use your own discretion) reward them with a point or two on the back of their name cards. 

· At the end of the semester give small prizes and certificates to the top point scorer in each class.

A word of advice: Don’t let the kids keep their own name cards. The cards tend to mysteriously break or disappear. Ask the JTE to keep them for you… and be sure to remind the JTE before every class you teach with him/her to bring along the cards.
